	Student identifies key concepts of the reading selection.

	Student accurately determines all of the key concepts, fitting them into an appropriate G.O. format.



	Student identifies relevant details/ examples/ definitions from the reading selection that support, explain or define the concept.
	Student is missing most of the details, examples, and/or definitions supporting the key concepts, and/or the information is incomplete or irrelevant. 
	
	Student includes mostly appropriate details, examples, and/or definitions supporting the key concepts, though some information may be missing or not fully explained. 
	
	Student includes all, or nearly all, the significant details, examples, and definitions supporting the key concepts; information is thorough, yet concise.

	Student organizes information from the reading selection in a logical format.
	Student randomly inserts information in the G.O. showing a lack of understanding of the relationship of the information to the structure of the G.O.
	
	Student deliberately inserts information in the G. O. to reflect the relationship of the information to the structure of the G.O.
	
	Student adapts the G.O., in order to logically insert information reflecting the text structure and the relationship of the information.
